In celebration of its 70th anniversary, Magnum Photos, in collaboration with the Museum of London, will be 
documenting life in and around Clerkenwell as part of a live exhibition at the Magnum Print Room in Gee 
Street from May 8-21. 
 
Three photographers will explore the area over the two week period - each from an entirely different 
perspective.  Their daily experiences will build an exhibition documenting life in Clerkenwell and its 
environs.
