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This is a technical addendum to the Anstey Horne Daylight and Sunlight Report prepared for the 
proposed development of the City of London Primary School, London EC1 dated 19th July 2017 
(the AH July 2017 report).   This addendum is in response to comments received on the COLPAI 
application  regarding sunlight and daylight matters.    

Tables attached to the AH July 2017 Report  

In response to comments on the tables attached to the AH July 2017 these have been updated so 
they can be more readily cross referenced with the Daylight Distribution contour plans.  The 
updated tables are attached at Appendices 1 to 5 of this addendum.  

Impact on Daylight to Basterfield House, Golden Lane Estate  

Daylight to Basterfield House would be affected by the proposed development with the overall 
level of adherence to the BRE daylight tests of 44% for Vertical Sky Component (VSC) and 86% 
for Daylight Distribution.  The BRE states that its numerical guidelines should be interpreted 
flexibly since natural lighting is only of many factors in site layout design. This is particularly 
important for Basterfield House as there are a number of specific factors which affect the results.  

x Firstly, the existing buildings on the site are only one or two storeys which is unusual for
an inner city location.  Consequently, neighbouring properties currently receive unusually
high levels of daylight and sunlight.  Because the BRE daylight test of VSC and Daylight
Distribution are on a comparative basis, changes in daylight beyond the BRE guidelines
will arise from any form of meaningful development on the site.

x Secondly, the kitchen windows are undershot and recessed, which means they have low
existing VSC values (despite the low level of obstruction on the existing site).   For
example the existing VSC values for the kitchens are generally 6% at ground floor level
and approaching 12% at fourth floor level. The BRE guide recommends that where the
VSC value in the proposed condition would be less than 27%, it should not be reduced to
less than 0.8 times its former value. However, the comparative nature of the test means
that any meaningful massing proposed on site will mean that reductions to low existing
VSC values (as in the case of the kitchens) will manifest as disproportionate percentage
reductions.

x By contrast, the unobstructed bedroom windows almost all have existing VSC values in
excess of the BRE target of 27% and VSC values in the proposed condition to the
bedrooms are good. Almost all would be above 20% VSC and many would remain in
excess of 27% BRE guide target.
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x The BRE guide recognises the effect balconies and projections can have on VSC and
Daylight Distribution and suggests carrying out additional calculations without them in
place.   The results of this theoretical exercise suggested in the BRE Guide showed an
improvement in the overall level of adherence of 62% for VSC and 100% for Daylight
Distribution. This illustrates the effect the presence of the balconies and projections has
on the results, further exacerbating the effect of the low level of existing obstruction on
the site.

x A mirror massing exercise was also undertaken. This is a further theoretical exercise
suggested in the BRE guide. It showed that the vast majority of windows/rooms to
Basterfield House  would have better daylight results with the proposed development on
the site than would be the case if a mass mirroring that of Basterfield House was
constructed.  Not only does this illustrate the effect the low level obstruction existing on
the site has on the daylight results for Basterfield House, it also shows how the scheme
respects the light to Basterfield House.  Rather than building it all along the southern
boundary of the site, it is left clear to the west of the tower and the height of the school is
limited to less than 1 metre more than the highest points of the existing buildings opposite
Basterfield House.

Impact on Daylight and Sunlight to Banner House, Peabody Estate  

The effect of the proposed development on sunlight and daylight to Banner House is limited to 
two files of windows on its west flank elevation thought to serve bedrooms.  It should be 
remembered that the BRE guide refers to bedrooms as ‘less important’ than living rooms, dining 
rooms and kitchens when discussing daylight to neighbouring residential properties.  

x As in the case of Basterfield House, the low level of obstruction from the existing
buildings on the site mean Banner House receives usually high levels of daylight and
sunlight in the existing conditions.  The comparative nature of the VSC and Daylight
Distribution tests means there are some changes beyond the BRE guidelines, mainly to the
VSC results.  However, taken in isolation the VSC results can be misleading where rooms
are dual aspect as is understood to be the case for half of the bedrooms tested.  The
Daylight Distribution results for the dual aspect rooms confirm that access to direct
skylight would be maintained to most if not all of their area.

x Even for the single aspect bedrooms, the Daylight Distribution results are good.   The
rooms at second floor level and above all meet the recommendations of the BRE guide
and retain access to direct skylight to a large proportion of their area.   Although the
rooms at ground and first floor level would not meet the Daylight Distribution targets,
access to direct skylight is retained to 67% and 74% of their areas respectively.

x The APSH results for Banner House are fully adherent with the recommendations of the
BRE guide and in fact, all windows tested would retain significantly in excess of the
suggested 25% total APSH with 5% available during the winter months, so would retain
very high levels of sunlight availability for an urban location.
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Overshadowing of Golden Lane Allotments  

Comments have been received that the school hall immediately to the east of the Golden Lane 
Allotments will have a detrimental impact in terms of shadowing.   

The results of the BRE two hour sun on ground testing (which were attached at Appendix H to 
the AH July 2017 report) have been updated and are attached at Appendix 6 of this addendum. 
The drawings have been amended to clarify the percentage lit area of the various amenity spaces 
tested in the existing and proposed condition.   The results for the Golden Lane Allotments shown 
on drawing numbered ROL7520_06_311 confirm that 62.44% of their area can receive at least 
two hours sun on 21st March in both the existing and proposed conditions (compared to the BRE 
target of 50%). The proposed development will not affect the area of the allotments which can 
receive at least two hours sun on 21st March and therefore is fully adherent with the 
recommendations of the BRE guide.   

In addition to the BRE two-hour sun on ground test, the guide suggests for ‘critical areas, 
particularly in public open spaces’ a more detailed study of sunlighting potential can be carried 
out using a method such as shadow plotting, otherwise known as ‘transient overshadowing’.   We 
have undertaken this additional testing for the Golden Lane Allotments and the results are shown 
on the drawings attached at Appendix 7.   

The drawings illustrate the shadow cast on the allotments at hourly intervals in the mornings of 
March 21, June 21st and December 21st.  Because the school hall sits to the east of the Golden 
Lane Allotments, it was not necessary to plot the shadow on the allotment in the latter half of the 
day as it would not be affected.  

The drawings confirm that the proposed development will not cast any additional shadow on the 
allotments on March 21st or December 21st, and that there will only be a small area of additional 
overshadowing on June 21st.  The additional shadow will have cleared the allotments a little after 
8am with no additional overshadowing for the rest of the day.  The shadow plots therefore 
confirm that, although there will be some additional overshadowing in the height of summer, it 
will be very limited in extent and duration.    
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SUMMARY AND CONCLUSION 

There will be changes in daylight received to Basterfield House and Banner House as a result of 
the proposed development.  However, the BRE Guide states that its numerical guidance should be 
interrupted flexibly.  This is particularly important in cases such as this where there is a low level 
of existing obstruction on the site, such that neighbouring buildings enjoy unusually good levels 
of sunlight and daylight in the existing conditions. In these circumstances, the comparative nature 
of daylight test for VSC and Daylight Distribution can mean there are changes in daylight beyond 
the BRE guidelines as a result of any form of meaningful development on a site.   

The VSC and Daylight Distribution tests to Basterfield House are also affected by the undershot 
nature of the kitchen windows.   The effect of the balconies/projections on results is illustrated by 
the results obtained when tested without the balconies/projections, a theoretical exercise 
suggested in the BRE Guide.  Similarly, the ‘mirror massing’ exercise illustrates how the 
proposed development has been designed to respect the light to Basterfield House.  Despite the 
degree of change of daylight to Basterfield House, given the above, the results are considered to 
follow the BRE guidelines.  The daylight results to Banner House are also considered acceptable 
and its APSH results are fully BR compliant. 

Although concerns have been raised regarding the overshadowing of the Golden Lane 
Allotments, the testing undertaken show that there would be no change in the area that could 
receive at least two hours sun on ground on 21 March and is therefore fully compliant with the 
recommendations with the BRE Guide.  The more detailed shadow plotting which we have now 
undertaken for the allotments confirms that the only additional overshadowing from the school 
hall would only occur early in the morning in high Summer and be limited in extent and duration.
